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Counter Assault Team Training (CATT)

This course is for armed security officers assigned to provide force protection at sites of high risk/interest to terrorist attacks. Private security is the first line of defense against terrorism for private industry as well government facilities. CAT Training is a fast paced and physically demanding course. Students will be required to perform field exercises under high stress as well as focusing on classroom instruction. The course will cover the following topics:

· How to recognize and deter attacks

· How to perform site security assessments

· Hazardous Material Awareness
· First Aid

· Building Search Procedures
· Close Quarter Battle (CQB)

· Advanced weapons training

Graduates of this course will be capable of analyzing threat potential, implementing defensive postures and respond to hostile threats in a direct and decisive manner. Graduates of this course can work together as a tactical team or as individuals they can supplement a facility’s current security.
